(4)       The General Contractor and all workers, employees and subcontractors the       

            General Contractor intends to use are skilled and experienced in the type  

of construction represented by the construction contract documents bid upon.

(5)       The proposal figure is based solely upon the construction contract   

documents and properly issued written addenda and not upon any other written representation.

(6)       Neither the General Contractor nor any of the General Contractor’s         

employees, agents, intended suppliers or subcontractors have relied upon any verbal representations from the Owner, or the Owner’s employees or agents including architects, engineers or consultants in assembling the bid figure.

The General Contractor acknowledges that the Owner may rely upon the truthfulness

and accuracy of such documentation and information.

The General Contractor proposes and agrees to commence actual construction (i.e, physical work) on site with adequate management, labor, materials and equipment in accordance with Section 00400. Prior to commencing such Work, and prior to the issuance of the Notice to Proceed, the General Contractor shall furnish to the Owner duly executed Payment and Performance Bonds complying with all requirements of the Contract Documents along with Certificates of Insurance demonstrating that all required coverages are in place.

The General Contractor submits herewith its executed Bid Bond in accordance with the requirements of the Owner as set forth in the Instruction to Proposers.

The General Contractor herein acknowledges that this Proposal shall constitute an offer by General Contractor to contract with the Owner for construction of the Project in conformity with all requirements of the Contract Documents for the lump sum contract price as set forth hereinabove.  Such offer also includes the proposed unit prices and proposed pricing for any Alternates.  Said offer by General Contractor is irrevocable and subject to acceptance by the Owner until the expiration of Sixty (60) days following the date set forth in the Request for Proposals for receipt of Proposals by the Owner.
